Events like the Foodsmiths 8th Annual
LAWS Charity Dog Wash help to raise funds and awareness of the ongoing problems
with homeless or abandoned animals in our community and provides a safe, healthy
environment for these animals until they can be placed in permanent homes.

Co-organizer Holly Ault and Melanie Young, member of the LAWS Board of Directors,
were thrilled when last year’s event saw 75 dogs washed and they hope to surpass

that total this year. “Even another 10 dogs above last year would be tremendous for
our fundraising”, comments Ault “and with the support and efforts of the Foodsmiths
team and all our volunteers we can achieve this goal and have a great day of fun for
everyone”.

given a doggie treat bag, donated for the event by Foodsmiths and their valued product

suppliers. Refreshments will be available for pet owners and Foodsmiths will be open

regular hours 8am to 8pm.
